In the middle of July | was asked to judge the
more-mover selfmate originals published in
ST magazine during the years 2002 and
2003. There were 39 problems by 20 compo-
sers representing 12 countries.

At first | removed five problems from my
list: 2242, s#3 was published elsewhere;
2472, s#5 was anticipated; 2507 s#14 was
cooked (s#10); 2244, s#25 and 2351, s#23
were shortened by Hannu Kettunen to 23
moves and 15 (!) moves respectively. The
seven problems composed by the under-
signed will be judged with the originals of the
years 2004 and 2005.

NB. The solutions of the problems are
found in the Finnish text.

1st prize, Yevgeny Fomichev & Valery
Smirnov (RUS), 2470, ST 1/2003. Five diffe-
rent dualfree variations including the full-
length threat. The central features of the
problem are pins and three main lines where
the mate is delivered on d2 by queen, bishop
and pawn. Interesting is also the variation
with 1.-Lgl, in which the black bishop first
closes and then opens the pin line of the
black rook; also the white knight f1 opens the
pin line, and in the end we have the pin mate
of the threat.

2nd prize, Leonid Makaronez (ISR),
2605 ST 6/2003. The key creates a clear
threat variation with 2.Se7+. The defence 1.-
Td4 is followed by the fine non-checking pin
2.Dd1!followed by 3.Lxe6+, the same moves
appear after 1.-La3 (2.Dd1+ etc.). But the
best in the problem is 1.-Te5 (blocking, so
that 2.Se7# does notwork) and the sacrifices
2.Dd3+! and 3.c4+.

3rd prize, Venelin Alaikov (BUL), 2243
ST 1/2002. An important part of the problem
is the full-length threat with the corner moves
by the queen; also notice 6.-Sxc4#! Central
features are the blocks on 4 by knight and
gueen and the respective mating moves on
d4 by queen and pawn. Notice also 3.Lxc3
preparing for 6.Ld4+ Dxd4#. There are four
active batteries, and one of them features a
doublecheck.

10-mover.

4th Honourable Mention, loan-
nis Garoufalidis (GRC), 2307, ST
6/2003. | find it surprising that all
the white moves are checks. With
12.-Ke5/Kf5 there is a choice within
otherwise choiceless series of mo-
ves. With 5.-Ke6! the solution be-
comes one move longer. Some
noteworthy details: the high pointis
play on the edge 8.-Kh4 9.Dhl+
Sh2!; later the bK is driven to oppo-
sition (note the switchbacks 15.-
Ke6 and 16.-Kf6); and finally Dh1 to
h7.
